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As of the end of 2025, there are 93.864 Industrial Capacity Reports, which retain validity.
· The number of Capacity Reports, which was 94,150 in 2024, has decreased by 0.30% to 93,864 in 2025. 

· Among the production facilities to which these reports belong, 48.18% have 1-9, 35.77% have 10-49, 7.80% have 50-99, 5.64% have 100-249 and 2.61% have more than 250 employees.
In 2025, the total number of employees in the facilities with the Industrial Capacity Report decreased by 3.90% to 3.850.612 compared to the previous year.
· While 5,60% of the total employees are employed in facilities with 1-9 employees, 20,88% are 10-49, 13,64% are 50-99,  21,60% are 100-249 and 38,28% of them are employed in facilities with 250 or more employees.  
· According to the valid Current Capacity Reports, the first five provinces with the highest employment were İstanbul (725.843), Bursa (321.704), Kocaeli (256.954), Ankara (251.520) and İzmir (176.380).
· The last five provinces with the least number of employees were Hakkâri (1.044), Kars (1.039), Tunceli (414), Ardahan (399), Bayburt (266).  

As of the end of 2025, the most engineers in industrial facilities are working in Eastern Marmara.
· 52.626 engineers working in East Marmara were employed in industrial facilities. It was 49.380 in Western Anatolia 43.827 in Istanbul, 25.428 in Aegean and 14.480 in Mediterranean. 
· 5,75% of total employees are engineers, 4,78% are technicians, 6,47% are masters, 70,36% are workers and 11,58% are administrative personnel.
As of the end of 2025, an average of 41.02 people employed in industrial facilities.
· Bartın with (101,38) which is the highest number of workers per industrial facility, followed Çankırı (93,14), Zonguldak (86,83), Bilecik (80,02) and  Tekirdağ (74,17).

As of the end of 2025, the most capacity report was prepared on " Manufacture of machinery and equipment nec ". 
· The most capacity report was prepared in the "Manufacture of machinery and equipment nec" by 14.40%, Manufacture of food products" with 13.61%, “Manufacture of fabricated metal products (excluding machinery and equipment)" activity group with 10.78%, "Manufacture of wearing apparel” by 6.94% and “Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products” was realized at 6.85%”.  
· The last five activity groups with minimum capacity report; “Manufacture of tobacco products” (0.05%); “Other service activities” (0,01%); “Fisheries and aquaculture” (0,01%; “Crude oil and natural gas extraction” (0,005%) and “Forestry and industrial and fuel wood production” (0.001%). 
As of the end of 2025, the highest number of capacity reports are compiled in İstanbul, the least, in Bayburt.

· The first five provinces with the highest capacity report were İstanbul (23.874), Ankara (6.802), Bursa (6.144), İzmir (5.766), Konya (4.157).
· Kars (59), Hakkari (44), Tunceli  (30), Ardahan  (30),  Bayburt (13)  were the last five with a minimum capacity report.
As of the end of 2025, 927 Companies with Foreign Capital have issued Capacity Report. 

· İstanbul (287), which has the largest production facilities of companies with foreign capital, were followed by İzmir (199), Kocaeli (158), Bursa (114) and Tekirdağ (84).
· The top five business groups according to the capacity reports of the facilities of foreign capital companies were “Manufacture of food products (1.072); “Manufacture of machinery and equipment not elsewhere classified” (694); “Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products” (579); “Manufacture of fabricated metal products (except machinery and equipment)” (470); “Manufacture of electrical equipment” (391).

 As of the end of 2025, the highest number of foreign capital industrial facilities are of German capital.
· Germany ranked first with 207 industrial plants with foreign capital, followed by the Netherlands (88), Italy (65), Belgium (57) and Spain (47).
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
