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As of the end of 2012, there are 63,937 Industrial Capacity Reports which retain validity.
· The number of Capacity Reports in 2011 increased by 12.09% in 2012, increasing from 57,041 to 63,937. 

· Of the production facilities 39.86% employ between 1 and 9; 46.47% employ between 10 and 49; 6.38% employ between 50 and 99; 5.07% employ between 100 and 249; 2.22% employ 250 personnel.

According to the 63,937 reports which have retained their validity in 2012, the total number of employees is 2,434,185.
· 
In these facilities, the number of employees in 2011 was 2,107,988 while it increased by 15.47% to reach 2,434,185.
· 34% of personnel are employed in establishments which employ more than 250 personnel; 20,27% employed in establishments employing between 100 and 249 personnel; 11,84% employed in establishments employing between 50 and 99 personnel; 28.23% employed in establishments employing between 10 and 49 personnel; 5.65% employed in establishments employing between 1 and 9 personnel.
· According to valid Reports, the five top provinces in regards to the highest rates of employment are İstanbul (450,486), Bursa (212,161), İzmir (167,978), Kocaeli, (141,597) and Ankara (135,345).

As of the end of 2012, most engineers employed in industrial facilities are in İstanbul
· In İstanbul, 14,513 engineers are employed in industrial facilities; 12,923 in Ankara; 9,443 in Kocaeli; 7,996 in İzmir.
· Of the total personnel, 3.89% were engineers; 4.06% technicians; 7.49% foremen; 72.91 % workers and 0.88% were other personnel (seasonal, temporary, etc.) while 10,77% were administrative personnel.
· The average number of personnel working per capacity reports in Turkey is 38, while most capacity reports per personnel were to be found in Zonguldak (94). Following Zonguldak were Tekirdağ (84), Kocaeli (75), Kırklareli (71) and Düzce (70) provinces.

As of the end of 2012, the most number of capacity reports have been made on “Food Production”. 
· The most number of capacity reports have been made on “Food Production”, with a percentage of 14.90%. The most coded activity groups following this were: “Fabricated metal goods production (except machinery and equipment)” with 9.60%, “Textile goods production” with 8.41%, “Otherwise unclassified machinery and equipment” 7.42%, “Rubber and plastic goods production” 6.85%.
· The five activity groups with the least number of capacity reports are: “Forestry and industrial fuel lumber production” (0.003%), “Fishing and water products cultivation” (0.01%), “Raw petroleum and natural gas excavation” (0.02%), “Tobacco goods production” (0.03%), “Installation and repair of machinery and equipment” (0.18%).
As of the end of 2012, the most number of capacity reports were in İstanbul; the least, in Bayburt.

· The top five provinces in terms of the most capacity reports made are: İstanbul (16,341), Bursa (4,557), Ankara (4,194), İzmir (4,122) are Konya (2,484).
· The top five provinces in terms of the least capacity reports made are Bayburt (21), Iğdır (43), Tunceli (45), Ardahan (49) and Bitlis (49).

· According to Valid Capacity Reports, 1,046 Capacity Reports are in regards to high technology goods, 13,919 Capacity Reports are in regards to mid-to-high technology,   20,451 Capacity Reports are in regards to low-to-mid technology and 31,893 Capacity Reports are in regards to low technology (Technology levels defined according to the groups determined by EUROSTAT).
As of the end of 2012, there are 1,011 foreign capital industrialists who have handed in Capacity Reports. 

· The province with the most production facilities of foreign capital is İzmir (170). Following İzmir are: Kocaeli (165), Bursa (136), İstanbul (118) and Tekirdağ (79).
· The top five activity groups according to the capacity reports of the facilities of foreign capital companies “Fabricated metal goods production (except machinery and equipment)” (111), “Chemicals and chemical goods production” (108), “Otherwise unclassified machinery and equipment production” (100), “Rubber and plastic goods production” (94) “Food production” (93).
As of the end of 2012, the most number of foreign capital industrial facilities are of German capital.
· In terms of foreign capital production facilities, Germany tops the list with 200. Following Germany are: Netherlands (136), France (87), Italy (86), USA (70).
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
