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As of the end of 2013, there are 68,443 Industrial Capacity Reports which retain validity.
· The number of Capacity Reports in 2012 increased by 7.05% in 2013, from 63,937 to 68,443. 

· Of the production facilities which these Capacity Report prepared for, 38.86% employ between 1 and 9; 46.75% employ between 10 and 49; 6.76% employ between 50 and 99; 5.38% employ between 100 and 249; 2.25% employ more than 250 personnel.
According to the 68,443 reports which have retained their validity in 2013, the total number of employees is 2,663,764.
· 
In these facilities, the number of employees in 2012 was 2,434,185 while it increased by 9.43% to 2,663,764 in 2013.
· 33.25% of personnel are employed in facilities which employ more than 250 personnel; 21.02% employed in facilities employing between 100 and 249 personnel; 12.31% employed in facilities employing between 50 and 99 personnel; 28.06% employed in facilities employing between 10 and 49 personnel; 5.36% employed in facilities employing between 1 and 9 personnel.
· According to these Reports, the five top provinces in regards to the highest rates of employment are İstanbul (597,808), Bursa (222,380), İzmir (171,664), Kocaeli (146,629) and Ankara (142,845).
· The five top provinces in regards to the lowest rates of employment are Ardahan (359), Bayburt (642), Tunceli (836), Iğdır (852) and Hakkari (933).
As of the end of 2013, most engineers employed in industrial facilities are in İstanbul
· In İstanbul, 18,319 engineers are employed in industrial facilities; 14,229 in Ankara; 8,904 in Bursa; 8,633 in Kocaeli; 7,952 in İzmir.
· Of the total personnel, 3.78% were engineers; 4.00% technicians; 7.31% foremen; 73.01 % workers and 1.03% were other personnel (seasonal, temporary, etc.) while 10,87% were administrative personnel.
As of the end of 2013, an average of 39 people are employed in industrial facilities.
· The average number of people employed in industrial facilities, which was 38 in 2012, has increased to 39 in 2013.
· The highest number of personnel working per industrial facility was to be found in Zonguldak (87). Following Zonguldak were Tekirdağ (81), Kırklareli (80), Karaman (74) and Kocaeli (74) provinces.

As of the end of 2013, the most number of capacity reports have been made on “Food Production”. 
· The most number of capacity reports have been made on “Manufacture of food products”, with a percentage of 13.84%. The most coded business groups following this are: “Manufacture of fabricated products, except machinery and equipment)” with 10.12%, “Manufacture of textiles” with 8.26%, “Manufacture of machinery and equipment n.e.c.” 7.60%, “Manufacture of rubber and plastic products” 6.91%.
· The five business groups with the least number of capacity reports are: “Forestry and logging” (0.003%), “Extraction of crude petroleum and natural gas” (0.011%), “Fishing and aquaculture” (0.013%),  “Manufacture of tobacco products” (0.03%), “Other personal services activities” (0.1%).
As of the end of 2013, the most number of capacity reports are prepared in İstanbul; the least, in Bayburt.

· The top five provinces in terms of the most capacity reports made are: İstanbul (18,669), Bursa (4,836), Ankara (4,451), İzmir (4,367) and Konya (2,521).
· The top five provinces in terms of the least capacity reports made are Bayburt (21), Ardahan (43), Tunceli (46), Iğdır (58) and Siirt (58).
As of the end of 2013, 1,162 capacity reports are prepared on high technology matters. 

· According to Valid Capacity Reports, 1,162 Capacity Reports are in regards to high technology goods, 15,067 Capacity Reports are in regards to mid-to-high technology,   22,391 Capacity Reports are in regards to low-to-mid technology and 33,922 Capacity Reports are in regards to low technology (Technology levels defined according to the groups determined by EUROSTAT).
As of the end of 2013, there are 1,162 foreign capital companies who have handed in Capacity Reports. 

· The province with the most production facilities of foreign capital is Kocaeli (183). Following Kocaeli are: İstanbul (174), İzmir (172), Bursa (136) and Tekirdağ (86).
· The top five business groups according to the capacity reports of the facilities of foreign capital companies are “Manufacture of fabricated products, except machinery and equipment” (141), “Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products” (128), “Manufacture of machinery and equipment n.e.c.” (122), “Manufacture of rubber and plastic products” (115) “Manufacture of food products” (100).
As of the end of 2013, the most number of foreign capital industrial facilities are of German capital.
· In terms of foreign capital production facilities, Germany tops the list with 230. Following Germany are: Netherlands (149), France (98), Italy (95), USA (74).
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
